Background Information
The new international cruise terminal in Victoria Harbour is being developed by the Hong Kong Government and forms part of the overall re-development of the former Kai Tak Airport site, notably the runway reclamation. The site formation works for the cruise terminal primarily comprise the construction of an 850m long two-berth piled quay deck design to accommodate Mega-class cruise vessels to around 220,000 DWT. The quay deck adjoins the iconic cruise terminal building, being constructed concurrently under a separate works contract.
Participants will be transferred to the Engineer’s site offices where they will be given a presentation on the site formation works design and construction. This will be followed by a safety briefing and distribution of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) by the Resident Site Staff prior to being taken to the active Works Area where they can view the ongoing construction activities first hand and receive further insight to the construction approach.

Following the site visit, participants will be taken back to the Engineer’s offices to drop off PPE and from there back to the Kowloon Tong drop-off point.
