Programme Highlights
Central Police Station (CPS) is a heritage site located in Central, Hong Kong. There are 19 existing buildings on the site, with parts of the oldest dating back to 1841. The buildings have been altered over the years, however the primary functions of the site have always been of police headquarters, magistracy and prison. The site was officially decommissioned in these capacities in 2006 by the Antiquities and Monuments Office.

The Central Police Station Conservation and Revitalisation Project aims to create a cultural venue which retains the historical fabric of the site. This involves alterations of and additions to most of the existing structures and the removal of a small number of those of lesser historical significance. In addition, two new buildings are to be constructed on the site to house art and performance spaces.

This seminar will discuss a few of the many challenges encountered on this project.
