receiving pit. The cutter head of the mini-TBM can work in both soft materials and in rock. Strict rules are applied to the 
confined space activities and in accordance with the current safety ordinances and safety regulations. The excavated 
materials are treated on site to meet EPD requirements before disposal.

This method has many benefits over open-cut exaction. The speaker will also discuss the difficulties encountered and 
explain the engineering solutions by way of some case studies.
