Dr. Tong’s current focus is creating and transforming buildings toward a greener future. He obtained a Ph.D. specializing in computational fluid flow and heat transfer from the University of Minnesota.

He is also a guest lecturer at several universities in Hong Kong on the subject of energy and sustainability and co-authored book publication and book chapters and publications in archival, refereed journals.  He also serves as a mentor and advisor for the American Society of Mechanical Engineers (ASME), for engineering programs at several universities in Hong Kong and for Friends of the Earth (HK).
