Located at the busiest part of Hong Kong, CWB serves as a strategic route through the north-shore of Hong Kong Island for relieving traffic congestion along the existing Gloucester Road-Connaught Road Central Corridor. The entire route consists of a 4.5 km dual 3-lane trunk road with a 3.7 km tunnel section (see map). 
Central Wan Chai Bypass – Tunnel Building, Systems, Fittings & Associated Works (HY/2011/08), the final contract of CWB Project, enables the commissioning of the strategic traffic route. The contract encompasses building, civil and M&E works, including the construction and fitting out of ventilation and administration buildings as well as the route-wide M&E and traffic control and surveillance system. Of particular highlight is the air purification system and thermal barrier fire protection for the tunnel which are the first adopted for traffic tunnels in Hong Kong. For this reason, the visit would be especially interesting for Electrical, Mechanical and Traffic engineers; whilst the tunnel and elevated roadway will interest Civil engineers.
