Project Description

The drainage capacity of Kai Tak River in Wong Tai Sin is inadequate to meet the current flood protection standards.  Recent significant flooding events that occurred in June 2006, July 2008 and June 2010 severely affected the traffic networks in the Wong Tai Sin area. There is an urgent need to remove the bottlenecks and improve the drainage capacity of the River.  

The alignment of the Kai Tak River is parallel to Choi Hung Road which is an important local distributor with dual two traffic lanes. Both sides of the River are fully occupied by existing residential properties and roads - thus available land for improvement works is limited. The proposed works under construction include a box culvert underneath the carriageway of the adjacent Choi Hung Road and a complete reconstruction of the junctions at Tai Shing Street and Shatin Pass Road. The construction works will be carried out in stages so as to maintain the heavy traffic flow with minimal disruption to the road users. Construction of the new culvert and other upgrading works necessitate phased partial or full closure of sections of the traffic lanes of Choi Hung Road and thus a series of temporary traffic management schemes have to be deployed to cater for these scenarios by diverting/shifting traffic flows to maintain vehicular movements and capacities during construction.  Upon completion, the proposed works will improve the living environment through enhancement of the local townscape, provision of a scenic location for public leisure enjoyment as well as fostering closer connection with adjacent areas.

A brief presentation will be delivered to the participants to introduce the progress of the construction. Then the project team will arrange site tour for the participants.
