Programme Highlights
Hong Kong has been importing nuclear energy from Daya Bay since mid 1990s and generating from coal and gas at the same time.  Small scale renewable energy installations have also been developed by the two power companies and installed in some government facilities in recent years.  To continue improving air quality and combat climate change, the HKSAR Government launched a 3-month public consultation on 19th March on the future fuel mix for electricity generation for Hong Kong.  As the future fuel mix will shape the outlook of the electricity market and impact the reliability of electricity supply in the long run, it is critical for different stakeholders to obtain sufficient insight to make informed decisions. The talk is to share some background findings and exchange views on the impacts on consumers, environment and the economy of Hong Kong under different fuel mix strategies.
