Background Information

The harbour area treatment scheme (HATS) is one of the largest ever sewerage infrastructure projects in Hong Kong. Stage 2 involves expansion of the existing treatment works and provision of new pumping station and sludge dewatering facility for chemically enhanced primary treatment (CEPT) at Stonecutters Island Sewage Treatment Works (SCISTW) to include the sewage from northern and south-western parts of Hong Kong Island and add disinfection and subsequent biological treatment to all the treated sewage at SCISTW.

The Harbour Area Treatment Scheme (HATS) Stage 2A Upgrading Works is the programme which will provide additional facilities to divert all remaining sewage from Victoria Harbour area to SCISTW for chemically-enhanced primary treatment and disinfection. Arup is upgrading eight Preliminary Treatment Works (PTWs) along Hong Kong Island and the Stonecutters Island Sewage Treatment Works (SCISTW), as well as the challenging interfacing works with other projects, existing treatment works operation, and provisions for the future HATS Stage 2B.

The advance disinfection facilities (ADF) at SCISTW commenced operation in late 2009, and are cleaning up effluent for early re-opening of bathing beaches at Tsuen Wan. The Interconnection Tunnel comprises of section A that is constructed by Earth Pressure Balanced type Tunnel Boring Machine and section B that is constructed by hand mined excavation method. The construction of both tunnels involves the use of Artificial Ground Freezing (AGF) technique, of which only very few local cases and experiences are available. The Effluent Tunnel is a deep drill and blast tunnel in hard rock. The deepest section of the tunnel is 90m below ground. The major challenges of the construction of this tunnel include water ingress and reduced rock quality due to encountering water-bearing fault zones.

HATS Stages 1 and 2A caters to the current and future needs of densely urbanised areas on both sides of Victoria Harbour – ultimate projected population of 5 million. HATS Stage 2A is being implemented to cope with the urbanised development of Hong Kong while bringing positive environmental benefits through preservation and enhancement of marine water resources such as benthic biodiversity and coral in Victoria Harbour.
