The study of observational records of selected volcanic eruptions occurring since 1960 has led to the recognition of a connection between them and regional extreme weather events. Such climatic disasters have included floods and droughts, landslides, bushfires, wind storms and severe winters. 
Both local and overseas examples will be used for illustration. Examples include the 1963 Hong Kong drought, the summer 1982 Hong Kong landslides and floods, the June 7, 2008 Lantau Island landslides, the January 2011 Queensland floods, Hurricane Sandy in 2012 and the 2012 United Kingdom floods.
